DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY

In Year 9, students will be looking at the work of George Carwardine and his famous invention of the Anglepoise Lamp.
This project gives students the opportunity to experience a similar style to the NEA, the coursework element of the course
delivered at GCSE.

Students will be given three designers to choose from to research, design and make an Anglepoise Lamp. For the making
process, students will be allowed to pick one process from the following to make their lamp: Blow moulding, line bending,

joining and vacuum forming. Along with learning about different designers, students will also be taught about electronics
and will experience soldering to connect their components together.

For homework, students will be given the whole term to complete a drawing booklet, to practise those key skills that are
needed within DT. For Year 9, the focus will be on orthographic drawing.

The subject leader for DT is Mrs Newton.

COOKING & NUTRITION

In Year 9, students will begin to start looking ahead to prepare themselves for the possibility of taking their food studies
further into GCSE. We currently study AQA GCSE Food preparation & Nutrition in Years 10 & 11.

Students will continue to develop knowledge of food science by examining functions of ingredients in a variety of dishes.
Nutritional knowledge during this rotation will focus on the concept of energy balance and the impact of sugar in our
diets. Students will also develop further knowledge of food provenance by examining the moral, ethical and
environmental issues surrounding food production and will produce increasingly complex dishes using a wide range of
equipment.

For homework, students will complete an independent research project presenting menu ideas with a justification and
plan of making in the style of GCSE NEA work.
